SUNDAY AUGUST 26 

STRENGTH FROM SUFFERING 

 

I have discovered that the best time to discuss suffering is when we aren’t in the thick of it.  If you are suf-

fering, then I listen to you and your thoughts and feelings about it.  Let’s listen: 

 

Psalm 10 – God, are you avoiding me?  Where are you when I need you?  Full of hot air, the wicked are 
hot on the trail of the poor.  Trip them up; tangle them up in their fine-tuned plots.  I know who wrote that.  

It was written my friend Liz when she was a transitional deacon.  She is a graduate of Sewanee and is cur-

rently serving as a priest.  Liz is Hispanic, about five feet tall and three feet wide, and has a love of the 

Lord that is so wonderful to be close to.  At her church, her husband heard some parishioners say, “I wish 

the bishop would send us a real deacon.” 

 

Psalm 22 – God, God . . . my God!  Why did you dump me miles from nowhere?  Doubled up with pain, I 
call to God all the day long.  No answer.  Nothing, I keep at it all night, tossing and turning . . . . . And here 
I am, a nothing—an earthworm, something to step on, to squash.  Everyone pokes fun at me; they make 
faces at me, they shake their heads:  Let’s see how God handles this one:  since God likes him so much, let 
him help him!  This was written by a 16 year-old who committed suicide on his birthday.  His parents were 

clients of mine. 

 

Psalm 30 – I give you all the credit, God—you got me out of that mess, you didn’t let my foes gloat.  God, 
my God, I yelled for help and you put me together.  God, you pulled me out of the grave, gave me another 
chance at life when I was down-and-out.  This was written by a friend of mine who was an addict and told 

God that he was helpless and needed his help—and God helped him. 

 

Psalm 38 – I’m on the edge of losing it—the pain in my gut keeps burning.  I’m ready to tell my story of 
failure; I’m no longer smug in my sin.  My enemies are alive and in action, a lynch mob after my neck.  I 
give out good and get back evil from God-haters who can’t stand a God-lover.  Don’t dump me, God; my 
God don’t stand me up.  Hurry and help me:  I want some wide-open space in my life!  This was written by 

Martha Stewart or another business person who suddenly made bad business choices and found themselves 

in jail. 

 

Psalm 51 – Generous in love—God, give grace!  Huge in mercy – wipe out my bad record.  Scrub away my 
guilt; soak out my sins in your laundry.  I know how bad I’ve been; my sins are staring me down.   This 

was written by David after being confronted by Nathan about the affair with Bathsheba. 

 

Psalm 23 – Even when the way goes through Death Valley, I’m not afraid when you walk at my side.  Your 
trusted shepherd’s crook makes me feel secure.  This was written by my friend Alice when she was dying 

of cancer.  Actually, Alice said she had never walked in the valley of death before, and she wasn’t sure 

how she should act.  In using these words, she was drawing upon her strong Quaker faith. 

 
The Psalms were written by real people, just like you and me.  There is no way to get through this world 

without suffering.  It is through challenges and suffering that we grow and mature into the people God cre-

ated us to be.  The safety valve is death.  When our living gets totally out of whack, we die and God brings 

us home where we live in unity with God and God’s love.  Jesus Christ led the way, following the will of 

the Father to the cross and then to the hearts of the beloved and God.  It is in dying that we can live in the 

hearts of our loved ones and God.  The journey is challenging, but the goal is the heart of our faith.
